Basic Elements for Cooperative Learning Strong | Weak

Positive Interdependence
. All members of the group feel connected to
each other in the accomplishment of a
common goal.

Individual Accountability
. Every member of the group is responsible to
demonstrate accomplishment of the
learning.

Rich Interaction
. Group members are close to each other and
engage in dialogue with each other.

Emphasis of Social Skills
. Attention has been given o the
development of the human interaction skills
that enable groups to function: such as
listening, giving help, encouraging,
leadership, trust, etc.

Processing
« Group members assess their co-operative
efforts and target improvements.
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
